What are the main responsibilities of the President’s Cabinet?

Vice President (Mike Pence)

The Vice President is the second highest public office created by the United States Constitution. He is the first person in the presidential line of succession, and would ascend to the Presidency upon the death, resignation, or removal of the President. While the Vice President's only constitutionally prescribed functions aside from Presidential succession relate to his role as President of the Senate, the office is commonly viewed as a component of the executive branch of the federal government. The modern view of the Vice President as a member of the executive branch is due in part to the assignment of executive duties to the Vice President by either the President or Congress, though such activities are only recent historical developments
