Annotated Bibliography  (5 primary and 5 secondary sources)
Due: Friday, November 30  (100 points)
An annotated bibliography is required for all research papers. The annotations for each source must explain how the source was used and how it helped the student understand the topic. The student should also use the annotation to explain why the source was categorized as primary or secondary. Historians do sometimes disagree and there's not always one right answer, so students should use the annotation to explain why they classified their sources as they did. Students should list only those sources used to develop their paper.  Your paper must include the following:

· 10 sources with annotations
· Annotations must be one paragraph each (~ 3-4 sentences)

· Annotations must summarize, analyze, and evaluate the sources (see examples)

· Bibliography must be in proper MLA format

How to Prepare an Annotated Bibliography
WHAT IS AN ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY?
An annotated bibliography is a list of citations to books, articles, and documents. Each citation is followed by a brief (usually about 150 words) descriptive and evaluative paragraph, the annotation. The purpose of the annotation is to inform the reader of the relevance, accuracy, and quality of the sources cited.



ANNOTATIONS VS. ABSTRACTS
Abstracts are the purely descriptive summaries often found at the beginning of scholarly journal articles or in periodical indexes. Annotations are descriptive and critical; they expose the author's point of view, clarity and appropriateness of expression, and authority.



THE PROCESS
Creating an annotated bibliography calls for the application of a variety of intellectual skills: concise exposition, succinct analysis, and informed library research.

First, locate and record citations to books, periodicals, and documents that may contain useful information and ideas on your topic. Briefly examine and review the actual items. Then choose those works that provide a variety of perspectives on your topic.

Cite the book, article, or document using the appropriate style.

Write a concise annotation that summarizes the central theme and scope of the book or article. Include one or more sentences that (a) evaluate the authority or background of the author, (b) comment on the intended audience, (c) compare or contrast this work with another you have cited, or (d) explain how this work illuminates your bibliography topic.



SAMPLE ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY ENTRY FOR A JOURNAL ARTICLE
Waite, Linda J., Frances Kobrin Goldscheider, and Christina Witsberger. "Nonfamily Living and the Erosion of Traditional Family Orientations Among Young Adults." American Sociological Review 51.4 (1986): 541-554. Print.
The authors, researchers at the Rand Corporation and Brown University, use data from the National Longitudinal Surveys of Young Women and Young Men to test their hypothesis that nonfamily living by young adults alters their attitudes, values, plans, and expectations, moving them away from their belief in traditional sex roles. They find their hypothesis strongly supported in young females, while the effects were fewer in studies of young males. Increasing the time away from parents before marrying increased individualism, self-sufficiency, and changes in attitudes about families. In contrast, an earlier study by Williams cited below shows no significant gender differences in sex role attitudes as a result of nonfamily living.

Using Noodle Tools to Create an Annotated Bibliography

1. Visit www.noodletools.com and click “Log In”

2. Under “Access via G Suite / Office 365,” enter your school email address, and click “Sign In with Google.”

3. Select “Student” and select “JFKHS” from School dropdown menu

4. From Projects home page, click “New Project” in top left corner

5. For Project Title, type “Annotated Bibliography”

6. Select “MLA” for citation style and “Junior” for citation level

7. Next, click “Sources” on top of the screen

8. On next page, click “Create New Citation” in top left, and then choose a citation type

9. On next screen, begin filling in your source information and submit.

10.  Once you’re back on the Sources page, you may add more sources or begin annotations. To annotate, click “Options” next to the source, and choose Edit Annotation.

11. Complete steps 7-11 for subsequent sources.

12. When you’re finished with your project, click Print/Export at the top.
