How do I Find Primary and Secondary Sources Online?
Primary Sources

1. Check the National Archives (www.archives.gov) and the Library of Congress (www.loc.gov).

2. Find document collections and archives on Google, but try limiting yourself to .edu, .org, & .gov sites.
For example, search


Cesar Chavez documents site:.org

Gay rights movement archive site:.edu

Robert Kennedy papers site:.gov
3. Search historical newspapers on our school’s databases

· Visit http://www.bellmore-merrick.k12.ny.us/ and click on “LIBRARY”
· In dropdown menu, Click “John F. Kennedy H.S.”
· On JFK Library Webpage, select “Databases”

· Scroll down to click on “PROQUEST HISTORICAL NY TIMES”

· Enter Username “JFKHS” and Password “JFKbellmore18!” 

· Click on “Proquest Historical Newspapers” and start searching!

Secondary Sources

1. Visit www.worldcat.org to search libraries around the world.

2. Visit http://encore.alisweb.org  to search Nassau County libraries.  Here, you can request books from any library in Nassau County and have them delivered (for free!) to your local public library.

3. Search the JFK Library Catalog:
· Visit http://www.bellmore-merrick.k12.ny.us/ and click on “LIBRARY”

· In dropdown menu, Click “John F. Kennedy H.S.”

· On JFK Library Webpage, select “Catalog”

· Start searching!

4. Search Databases:
· Visit http://www.bellmore-merrick.k12.ny.us/ and click on “LIBRARY”

· In dropdown menu, Click “John F. Kennedy H.S.”

· On JFK Library Webpage, select “Databases”and then “Click for Database List.”
· Scroll down to choose “Academic One File”
· Enter Username “JFKHS” and Password “JFKbellmore18!”

· Try different search terms
